Due to the increasing number of woodwind players we have in both the high school and middle school bands, we are not as able to provide reeds to our woodwind players on a regular basis.  I will have some reeds on hand for emergencies that I will sell to the students.  A reed should last 2 to 3 weeks if cared for properly.   A good way to get the most out of reeds is to have 2 or 3 good working reeds and rotate them each day.   Students are expected to have a working reed everyday in class.  You can purchase reeds at most stores in Abilene; however, if you purchase them at the following website you can get them for about half the cost.

We like our students to use Vandoren  reeds because they have a better sound quality than other brands.  They cost a little bit more, but they are worth it in the long run.  The following is a list of preferred reeds that can be purchased off of this websites:
Bb Clarinets: Vandoren Traditional Bb Clarinet Reeds (Blue Box)
Also Sax: Vandoren Alto Saxophone Reeds (Blue Box)
Tenor Sax: Vanoren Tenor Saxophone Reeds (blue box)
Bass Clarinets:  Vanoren Traditional Bass Clarinet Reeds (Black Box)
Bari Sax:  Vandoren Baritone Saxophone Reeds (Blue Box

Please double check the strength of the reeds before purchasing.  Most middle school students should be playing on strength 3 reeds.  There are a few that should be playing on a 3.5 reed.  Most high school students should be playing on a 3.5 reed.  Your child probably knows what strength they play on, but if you are not sure, please have them check with a band director before you purchase reeds off of this website.  Thanks!
